
Since Clece was awarded the administrative contract 
for the comprehensive management of the Tamar-
aceite Sports Centre in September 2013, as part of a 
temporary joint venture with Set Soluciones, the cen-
tre has been notably improved by means of various 
works, such as the installation of a large glass gymna-
sium, a physiotherapy and rehabilitation room measur-
ing 450 square metres, state-of-the-art machinery and 
the reduced power consumption, among various other 
measures. 

With more than 250 activities a week, loyalty schemes 
and staff in continual training, in only six months the 
number of members and fee payers has doubled. Fur-
thermore, 50 direct jobs have been created, of which 
20 percent are employees from vulnerable social 
groups.
